Surnmary 

This document serves to infonn the reccnt amendments to tbe Maritime Labo町Convention，
2006 on shipowner liability for claims for compensation for death， persoDal Injury and 
llbandonrnent of seafarers， will come into forcc on 18 J anuary 2017. From白紙 date，ships 
operating intemationally wiJJ bc rcquircd to have on board their evidence of自nancialsecurity 
for this liability. 

IntroductioD' 

1. The amendments of 2014 to the Maritime La.bour Convcntion， 2006 w閑 approvedbyω 
Intemational Labour Conference at its 103rd session， Geneva on 11 June 2014組.dthese will 
come into force on 18 January 2017. 

Contcnt of the amcndments 

， 2.1 Significant features ofthe amendments relate to: 

a) Title 2.5 Repatriation 
- A faci1ity for a seafarer to have direct access to claim assistan回申関dily，and 
d.irectly，企omtinancial security pro叶der.
Food， accommodation， medicnl costs， wnges (up to 4 mon伽 ou蜘 ndingarrears) 
and other expenses reasonably incurrcd associated with the abandonment to be 
included in the financial security coYer. 
- An improved description of abandonment. 
- The fonnat and content of the certificate of financia1 sect凶tyin relation to 
abandorunent to be provided by the financial security trovider. 

b) Title 4.2 Dea'也andLong Tenn Disability 
- An obligation on the firiancial security provider to give prior notification to血e
flag State and seafarers if iinnncial secu討tyis to bc canceUed or not renewed. 
- An obligation on thc financial sccurity provider to no世fy也e11ag State and 
seafarer of futurc cancellation， upon canccllation and upon non-r，姐ewalof the 
financial security. 
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An obligation 也at evidence of financial security be po御 d
accommodation. 

- An extension ofthe fmancial security to cover contractual claims.

New requfrements 

3.1 From 18 January 2017， both flag state and port state inspections ¥¥111 req凶rethe evidence of 
financia1 security complying ¥vilh thc nmcndmcnts to hc posted on board也eship. An 
amendment or addendwn to the DMLC Part 2 should bc madc， which sho叫dbe agreed with 
the DMA. 

3.2 Amendm.ents have also been rnade to thc Maritime Labour Certificate and Document of 
Maritime Labour Compliance Part 1 to include the new requirements， but these do not need 
to be re-issued until the next intennediate or rcnewal inspection. 

3.3 Shipowners will be required to carη， on bonrd thcir ships， certificates of血.econtracts of 
insurance or other finuncial sccurity from 18 J日l1uury2017， covcring: 

a) Thc cost of crew repatriation in accordancc with amcnclcd Standard A 2.5 ; and 

b) Con仕actualclaims arising from也edea由orIong-term disability ofseafarers due to an 
occupational injury， illness or h位訂din accordance with amended Standard A 4.2 

3.4 Where financial security is provided through P&I covcr in thc name of也eregistered owner 
of the vessel and this is different from the “shipowncr" as defined for the purpos問。f也e
MLC， the Declaration ofMaritime Labour Compliance Part 2 should pro吋dea clear link . 

3.5 Shipowners will be a1so required to provide copies of such certificates ωDMA for DMA's 
records. Shipowners may wish to arran邑efor their fmancial securi守provid町 tosend copies 
of such certificates directly to DMA. 'These certificates do not need to be endorsed by DMA.
